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How does the Primary School workshop fit with the Curriculum for Excellence?
Our Sibling profiles tell the story of a sibling whose brother or sister uses our hospice services.  They describe the family and home of the sibling, their likes and dislikes, and what life is like for them on a daily basis, as well as talking about their experiences of either Rachel or Robin house.  The profiles are aimed at primary school pupils and between the three profiles the full range of primary school ages is covered.

Succesful Learners

Telling the story of an affected child’s brother or sister aims to increase understanding of what life is like for CHAS families and siblings in an interactive way.  The profiles encourage imaginative learning by giving pupils a context and things they can relate to, increasing the likelihood that they learn and remember.  The drawing exercises also encourage children to remember our work by focusing on a particular aspect of the profile.
Confident Individuals

The drawing exercises allow children to interpret the stories they have heard in their own way, building their confidence in their learning ability.  All contributions are valued making this a positive learning experience.
Responsible Citizens

Learning about CHAS encourages respect for others.  CHAS is a Scottish charity but supports families from every background and culture.  An understanding of this and of the work of CHAS will help children and young people to develop an understanding of the environment which we live in.
Effective Contributors

Children are encouraged to put forward their own ideas and thoughts through the drawing exercise and further discussions.  All contributions are valued and meaningful.
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
